Peter attended the meeting 
organised jointly by Southwark JPIC and the Integrity of Creation Department of the Anglican 
Diocese of Southwark.  There were a variety of speakers on Homelessness, Peace and the 
Environment.  The two faiths hope to work together on projects such as the Winter Night Shelters, 
rather than organising big ecumenical events.
